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Caselle, Turin's international airport is 1-hour drive from
Le Roasine.

Chier i , with i ts  medieval  centre is  just a
20-minute dr ive. The larger c i t ies to be
enjoyed with in easy dr iv ing distance
include the beaut i fu l  c i t ies of Tor ino and
Ast i .  In Torino a few of the many high-
l ights for you to enjoy inc lude the newly
opened Museum of Cinema in the Mole
Antonel l iana, the Egypt ian Museum
(second in the world); the River Po pro-
v ides a pleasant stro l l  a long i ts banks or
perhaps a walk down the Via Roma with
i ts many fashionable shops may be of
interest.  Ast i  a lso has many places to
vis i t  with i ts famous wines and medieval
centre.

Casc i na  L e  Roas i n e
Is s i tuated in the region of P iedmont
(Northwest) in the area of Monferrato in
the hi l ls between Torino and Ast i  domi -
nated by medieval  cast les.  Within the
terr i tory are more than thirty
Romanesque chapels and the most treas-
ured Abbazia d i  Santa Mar ia in
Vezzolano makes i t  interest ing and a
wonderful  p lace for s ightseeing. Having
no industr ies nearby, here l ies an agr i -
cultural  microcosm of v ineyards and
vegetable gardens that are only inter -
rupted by enchant ing woods in which to
wander.  Local  farmers ra ise free-range
chickens and tend herds of cows, goats
and sheep.  The hi l ls  are home to rab-
bi ts and pheasants,  whi le i t  is  quite
common to spot graceful  herons nest ing
in the areas cottonwoods. Many local
fami l ies cult ivate bees and sel l  the
honey from their  homes.  A maze of o ld
markets and country roads cr isscross the
area making walk ing, cycl ing and horse-
back r id ing pr ime attract ions.
Twenty-f ive years ago, Ute, of German
or ig in,  with her husband, Francesco, a
nat ive of P iedmont, moved to these

tranqui l  h i l ls  with their  three smal l  chi l-
dren. A typical  farmhouse bui l t  towards
the end of the 1800's -  without l ight or
dr inking water,  s lowly became their
comfortable home. More recent ly,  what
where once stables and hay barns have
been converted into charming Bed &
Breakfast fac i l i t ies for those travel lers
in search of a part icu lar type of tour ism
far from the habitual  i t inerar ies and yet
offer ing both cul tura l  st imulus and
country quiet.  Thus a smal l  "borgo" was
born, as in the old days, marked by an
ancient n iche dedicated to St George,
whose name was given to th is stretch of
farmland (Frazione San Giorgio) where
in l ies CASC INA LE RO A S I N E .
